3. AWA Bid for 2011 Senior Canadian Championships

AWA’s bid to host the 2011 Senior Canadian Championships in Sherwood Park, Alberta was not supported by the majority of the CWFHC executive members who attended.  The AWA lost the vote by 1 (4 in Favor and 5 against).  

NOTE: AWA would have won this bid had BC and Manitoba had their provincial reps present. 

4. CWFHC Calendar of Events

11. Junior Development Coordinator Position: Dresdin Archibald reports that this position is currently vacant as Lisa Bavington has resigned. The position will be up for review with the next executive. A proposal from Loren Chiu regarding the position will be reviewed with the executive. Kelly Bisson expressed interest in being involved in this review. 

12. Revised AWA Bylaws and Constitution: Charlie Klaver presents    

the revised Bylaws and Constitution for review (see attached). Craig Walker expressed concerns regarding various areas of the document that will cause difficulties getting passed by Alberta Corporate Registry. 

Craig Walker moves that we accept the bylaws presented as a discussion paper for future acceptance. Second by James MacLean. All in favour. 

A committee will be formed to work on this document. The committee consists of Jon Astolfi, Craig Walker and Chris Terner. Dresdin Archibald and Charlie Klaver will also be available to consult on this.

13.  Athlete Classification System: The new classification system is    
presented by Brennan Link. This had previously been proposed at the semi-annual AGM in November 2008. This system is now in effect and is posted on the AWA website.

14.  Athlete Volunteer Point System and Associated Funding: Michael 

Mountford presents the proposed point system (see attached). There is significant discussion of the proposal with various opinions as to how to increase involvement from all members to support AWA activities such as competitions, casinos etc.

15. AWA Logo Submissions: New AWA logo submissions from Jon Astolfi, Quin Kroschinski, Brennan Link, Dresdin Archibald and Nick Milette are reviewed by the membership. Through a series of votes the submission by Jon Astolfi is selected as the new AWA logo (see below).
